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UPDATE ON THE NEW TERTIARY ACCESS 

PAYMENT 

 
 

Financial help for outer regional or remote students to 
help with the cost of moving for tertiary study. 

The Tertiary Access Payment is a payment of $5,000 
paid in 2 instalments. It’s to help eligible students with 

the cost of moving to study. This is for study after 
you’ve finished year 12 or equivalent. 

 

To get Tertiary Access Payment you need to meet 
some rules. These include: 

• moving from an outer regional or remote area for 
tertiary study 

• starting tertiary study directly after finishing year 12 
or equivalent.

The USI is a unique identifier for your education which 
keeps an online record of your education and training 
qualifications. You might want to use it when applying 

for jobs or showing you've done the pre-requisites for a 
course. 

 

WHO NEEDS A USI? 
Anyone who is planning to go to uni or TAFE next year 
and needs a HECS-HELP or FEE-HELP loan. If you are 
already studying and will complete your studies at the 

end of 2022 or later, you will need a USI too. 
If you've done any vocational training in the past, you've 

probably already got a USI 
(You can check here: 

www.usi.gov.au/faqs/find-your-usi). 
 
 

WHY DO YOU NEED A USI? 
There are two big reasons: 

• To receive Commonwealth financial assistance 
(HECS-HELP, FEE-HELP, OS-HELP, SA-HELP) 

• To receive your degree, certificate, diploma, 
qualification, or record of achievement if you are 
graduating in 2023 or later 

 
 

HOW TO GET A USI? 
Getting your USI is easy, free and takes less than 5 

minutes. And you only have to create it once and you 
will have it for life!
